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Overview

SCC Faculty members are required to serve on at least one college-based committee as part of their professional
obligation to the college. This requirement is over and above any service on district committees or college-based
committees that provide remuneration (stipend and/or reassign time).

Committee Eligibility

This document serves as a record of current faculty committee assignments. It is not intended to enumerate every
college committee. Rather, it lists those committees that have been approved by the SCC Faculty Senate as
committees that faculty can use to fulfill their committee service obligation.

Faculty Committee Service Assignment Process
1. Each spring, the Chair of the Faculty Assignments Committee will send an email to faculty members whose
committee term will expire at end of the current spring semester, soliciting the faculty member’s top
three (3) choices for an open committee assignment. Faculty who fail to communicate their preferences
will be assigned to a committee by the Faculty Assignments Committee.

2. The Faculty Assignments Committee will attempt to match faculty preferences with committee vacancies.

3. The Faculty Assignments Committee publishes the SCC Committees document to communicate faculty
assignments to for the following academic year.

Non-Faculty Committee Service

Non-faculty who wish to serve on a committee are encouraged to contact their supervisor to make them aware of
the request. Then, the request should be sent to the appropriate employee group president and the committee
chair, who will facilitate whatever process the committee uses to select its participants.

Change of Participation

When a change of participation occurs (faculty or non-faculty), the committee chair should notify the chair of the
Faculty Assignments Committee so this document may be updated.

Open vs Closed Committees
Depending on how its membership is determined, a committee is classified as one of the following:

e Open committees are those that a faculty member may self-select and request to serve on.
e Closed committees are those whose membership is predefined and therefore not open to self-selection.

For example, faculty representation on the Curriculum Committee is automatically assigned to Division
Chairs.
